Proposals relating to;

· nutrition and physical activity go to the Chair, Nutrition and Physical Activity Committee

· sun protection go to Chair, National Skin Cancer Steering Committee

· patient support go to Chair of the Patient Support Committee

· nicotine replacement go to Chair, Tobacco Issues Committee

Any proposals that do not fit the categories above, should be referred directly to the Chair, Public Health Committee.

Once the relevant chair receives a proposal, they have the discretion to reject it as inappropriate. They should state the reasons why it is unacceptable and then forward it to the Chair of the PHC. The chair of the PHC then has the discretion to circulate it to PHC members for further comment or agree to refuse it outright and then inform the TCCA CEO.

If the relevant sub committee chair thinks that the proposal has merit, they should circulate it for comment to their committee membership (TCCA members only).  A response and recommendation should then be forwarded to the Chair of the PHC. The Chair of the PHC should then circulate it for comment amongst membership of the PHC. A response and recommendation should then be forwarded to the TCCA CEO and then Board for their approval. 

Any development and negotiation required with the company should involve the relevant committee chair/s so that they are fully informed.
